From Connecticut
Merritt Parkway South to Long Ridge Road exit #34 (Stamford). 
At end of ramp, make a right onto Long Ridge Road (Rte 104). 

Follow to end, approximately 10 miles. At traffic light, make a left 
onto Rte 172 (Mobile Gas station on left). Follow Rte 172 into Bed-
ford Village for approx. 2 miles. Make a right into town, following 
signs to Rte 22 North. At stop sign, merge onto Rte 22 north and 
continue past Bedford Golf & Tennis Club on your left. Just after 

the Rippowam-Cisqua School on your left, bear left onto Bedford 
Center Road and go 1.4 miles to club entrance on the right. There 
is no sign at the entrance however, you will see the clubs trade-

mark pair of Spruce trees and the flagstick.

 
From Manhattan

West Side Highway (Henry Hudson Parkway) North to the Saw 
Mill Parkway. Continue north on Saw Mill Parkway to the Bedford 
Hills, Rte 117 Exit #39. Turn right off the exit onto Route 117 head-

ing south. Merge into left lane, go through the traffic light and 
make the immediate next left onto Hill Street, which is a ‘one way’ 
street. Go 0.1 miles and bear right onto Bedford Center Road. Go 
1.3 miles to club entrance on left. There is no sign at the entrance 

however, you will see the clubs trademark pair of spruce trees 
and the flagstick.

From Westchester 
I-684 North to Exit 4, at the end of the ramp make a right at the 

light onto Rte 172.  Go through the light at the Fox Lane High 
School Campus and make an immediate left onto Succabone 

Road.  At stop sign, go straight.  The roadway will become dirt.  
Continue to next stop sign, which intersects with Guard Hill Road.  

Make a right and an immediate left continuing on Succabone 
Road.  You will come to another stop sign, which intersects with 
Broad Street.  Continue straight until Succabone Road ends at 
Bedford Center Road.  Make a right onto Bedford Center Road 
and go approximately 0.25 miles.  The entrance will be on your 
left.  There is no sign at the entrance however; you will see the 

clubs trademark pair of spruce trees and the flagstick.
